A lovely, delicate aperitif-style with equal lightness and richness.’

“A superstar in the Spanish wine scene. Texturally there is enough there to recall old world 

Chardonnay, with subtle, just ripe orchard fruit hanging along a fresh acid line who is 

slight saline touch recalls fine Chablis that is kissed by Galician sun.

‘You can tell Matt worked in Provence. Textural, slippy, full of charm. Delicious and holds 

up to the food so well.’

Meigamma | Cannonau (Grenache) | Sardinia, ITA
“A fresh, bright, and delicious Rosato from the Italian island of Sardinia and made with 

Cannonau, the local name for Grenache. Sweetly aromatic, with fragrant notes of flowers 

and fresh red fruit. The palate is light and dry, with balanced acidity and light tannin. This 

is everything.”

Domaine L’Arnaude IGT Méditerranée | Grenache, Cinsault | 
Provence, FRA
’A lovely Provencal rose – pink florals, grapefruit and light peachy fruit. Dry and Classic.’

Sevilen Isabey | Kalecik Karasi | Aydin, TUR
‘Kalecik Karasi rose is produced from high altitude vineyards from Aegean region. Pale 

salmon color with delicate floral notes. Ripe fruit aromas balanced with lively acidity.'

Leeona Bianco | Malvasia, Trebbiano| Tuscany, ITA
"Crisp, aromatic, and a little bit savoury. Like Pinot Grigio, but with more character.

Easygoing but still interesting."
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Plato| Kalecik Karasi |Aydin, TUR
’Kalecik Karasi wine is ruby-red in color with distinctive purple highlights. It is 

occasionally likened to Pinot Noir, due to its spectrum of red fruit flavors. Texturally, the 

wines are quite different, as Kalecik Karasi has slightly rougher tannins.”

Sevilen ‘Parsel No: I’ | Syrah | Izmir, TUR
’Produced from 100% Syrah vines grown in the first parcel of Syrah vineyard at 

Sevilentepe location Menderes Izmir. A smooth, concentrated wine akin to those of the 

Rhone valley, with blackberry, herbs and a sweet fresh note.’

Sevilen ‘Parsel No: II’ | Merlot | Izmir, TUR
‘Eleven different parcels of Merlot make for a harmonic wine. Fine and medium-bodied, 

it has this tobacco spice nose, blue fruit and a hint of mint.’

Sevilen ‘Parsel No: IX’ | Cabernet Sauvignon | Izmir, TUR
‘This area has a perfect setting with its vineyards being not too far from the city of Izmir, 

Menderes district, located in Sevilentepe (Sevilen Peak). Generous, layered with 

earthy mineral tones, rosemary and thyme. Pair with cherry meats and spice.’

Diren | Karaoğlan | Eastern Anatolia, TUR
‘A rare local variety that has a rich history in this part of Turkiye. Aromatic but with a 

georgeus rich palate. Violet, coca, pink peppercorn and fig. Unique and georgeous.’

Diren | Boğazkere | Eastern Anatolia, TUR
‘Boğazkere  is a local grape varietal grown on the southern slopes of the Toros 

mountains. Bold, tannic almost like a Turkish iteration of Barolo. Berry and earth.’

Sevilen Centum | Syrah | Denizli, TUR

'This wine has a palate of intense blueberry and blackberry flavors accompanied by a 

blend of smoked meat,  caramel, zwieback savors and a vivid mineral trace.' 
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Elios Modus Bibendi ‘Glou Glou’ | Nerello Mascalese | Sicily, ITA
“Glou Glou came about from the desire to drink a red wine even in summer, a red wine that 

is easy to drink. After the initial experiments the freshness told that this grape the perfect 

ingredient to produce one. Snack wine, charming wine, lovely wine.”

Windy View Wines 'Petrichor' | Pinot Noir | Adelaide Hills, SA
‘A super sour strap of a wine; think ghost drops and lovely bright plums. Refreshing like a 

tonic.’ 

Lark Hill ‘Regional’ | Pinot Noir | Canberra District, ACT
‘Fruit sourced from sites across Canberra District, it’s a nouveau style, an uncomplicated 

yet refreshing drink, that can certainly be chilled on a warm day.’

Quartz Reef | Pinot Noir | Central Otago, NZ
‘This Bendigo red was hand-picked from vines planted in 1998. Enticingly perfumed, it has 

mouth-filling body and deep, ripe flavours that are herbaceous, brooding and savoury.’

Domaine Charnay | Gamay | Beaujolais, FRA
“Everything you want from Beaujolais, its absolutely delicious &amp; organically crafted 

by the Charnay family. Rose petals and red fruit on the nose. Light and crunchy on the 

palate, with cherries, strawberry, and cranberry, black tea, pepper, spice, with a touch of 

earth and minerality. Lovely mouthfeel.” 
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Kaesler ‘Reach for the Sky’ | Grenache, Shiraz, Mourvèdre | Barossa 
Valley, SA
‘From some of their best vineyards. Deep like ink Dark plum, liquorice and blackberry 

scents which are trailed by vanillin cedar and earthy fennel like notes. Best of the Barossa 

old vine here.’

Yangarra ‘Old Vine’ | Grenache | Mclaren Vale, SA
‘These gnarly strugglers were planted in 1946 in a deep sandy dune we call The Beach, 

overlying the North Maslin Sands geological formation. The Old Vine Grenache is a 

complex, perfumed and elegant wine with a trademark tannin.’

Francois Xavier | Grenache, Syrah | Côtes du Rhône, FRA
“Gigondas, famed for perfumed Grenache, this is bottled in the spring to preserve 

the freshness of the wine. A delicate and complex drink.”

Minim XO New Small Rouge | Field Blend | Heathcote, VIC
'Vibrant, fresh, and dangerously easy to drink. Great with a chill or just straight from the 

bottle. A red that doesn’t take itself too seriously—but still tastes amazing.'

La Spine�a ‘Il Nero di Casanova’ Toscana Sangiovese IGT | 
Sangiovese | Tuscany, ITA
‘One of Italy’s most famous producers. Elegant, for those who love Chianti with their 

dinner.

winemakers. This is a fine, medium weight Shiraz with smooth tannins and bright fruit, 

perfect to complement any charred or smokey dishes.’

Alkina ‘Kin’ | Shiraz | Barossa Valley, SA

rose, licorice and tea. Underneath, classic Barossa depth is displayed with violet perfume 

and purple fruit, wrapped around a rocky core.’

In Turkey, Raki is the unofficial 'national drink', traditionally drunk mixed with water; the 

dilution causes this alcoholic drink to turn a milky-white colour, and possibly because of its 
colour, is popularly called “aslan sütü”, meaning “lion's milk”.
